Brief CV for Dr. Dorothee Bienzle

Dr. Bienzle is a Professor of Veterinary Pathology at the University of Guelph in Ontario, Canada. She obtained her veterinary degree from the University of Guelph in 1988, and subsequently spent two years in private veterinary practice. After a combined residency and MSc in Pathology she became board certified by the American College of Veterinary Pathologists as a Veterinary Clinical Pathologist. Thereafter, she obtained a PhD in immunology from the Medical School of McMaster University in Hamilton, Ontario. Dr. Bienzle was for 2 years on faculty at the University of Georgia in Athens, United States, and since 2000 on the faculty of the University of Guelph. Dr. Bienzle is engaged extensively in graduate teaching and she holds a Canada Research Chair in Veterinary Pathology. Her research concerns mechanisms of host defence against infection with the feline immunodeficiency virus and characterization of the pathogenesis of recurrent airway obstruction in horses. Dr. Bienzle is extensively involved in committees of the American College of Veterinary Pathologists, and frequently serves as reviewer for journals.
